Highway Dept.
O’Connell’s Expansion
Ron Fortune showed the plans for expansion of O’Connell’s on the corner of Main St. and West Center St.

He explained what the plans were for the drainage for the proposed driveway and how the fuel tanks will be
entering and exiting. Bob Nason reported that he has talked to the bus people and will be talking to BRTA.
