MINUTES OF MEETING March 10, 2020

Chairman Bartini called the meeting to order at 3:30PM.
Abatements
An abatement for 1590 Pleasant Street (Fagioni) was discussed again since further information was available. .Josh Herlihy from the Water Department gave the board an update regarding this abatement request. He stated that this home has no basement and therefore has a meter pit.  It had a large leak which the homeowner was seeking a sewer abatement for.  Josh Herlihy verified that the verified that the water from the service line did go through the meter but did not go into the sewer, but the yard instead.  After Board discussion, Roger Scheurer made a motion to abate the portion above the average use on the sewer side and Don Zukowski seconded.  A letter will be sent to the homeowner and a credit of $814.78 will be put on their bill.

Water Dept.

Meter update:  Al Zerbato let the Board know that the Water Department continues to work on meter/radio replacements.  There were approximately 228 radios out, with 155 of these new after January’s billing.  Since that time 95 have been replaced with approximately 133 left to address
Al Zerbato updated schedules on both new water line projects: Eagle Mill (Phase 1) and Main Street (Phase 2).  Regarding Phase 1, Al  Zerbato let the Board know that he had spoken to Jen Gilbert regarding full width paving due to the fact that only partial paving on West Center & Center Streets was included, with only full width paving in from of Joe’s Diner.  Al Zerbato also stated that he had reached out to Rich Vinette, who submitted the original grant application, to see if the Town could demand that West Center and Center Streets also be included at full width  The Board requested that Al Zerbato express this request to Tighe and Bond. Regarding Phase 2, Al Zerbato informed that Board that no decision had been made regarding this project and it’s start date.
Waste Water Dept

Al Zerbato handed out DPW capital requests for FY21
The Board discussed the FY21 paving season and Al Zerbato stated the options for funding East Street and West Road.  He stated that any paving project started before Chapter 90 funding is approved in July would not qualify for these funds.

Al Zerbato informed the Board that the emergency work contract expires with LB Corp on April 15, 2020.

Dave Forest asked about the condition of the Highway sweeper and Al let the Board know that he discussed this with the department this morning. Al informed the Board he has already talked with LB to do the sweeping if we are not able to get the current sweeper operational.

Other
The board discussed the current advertising policies when trying to fill DPW vacancies. The board would like future ads to be also in the local paper.

When approving minutes Dave Forest would like the name of the person along with the address when addressing abatements.
