MINUTES OF MEETING June 10, 2020

Chairman Bartini called the meeting to order at 3:06PM.
Abatements

Water Dept.

Meter update:  Al Zerbato let the Board know that the Water Department continues to work on meter/radio replacements.  There were approximately 180 radios out, 133 old ones and 47 new from April billing.  There are currently 8 appointments scheduled.

Al Zerbato informed the Board that there would be a meeting regarding the Water line project next week.  

Waste Water Dept

Al Zerbato le the Board know that there had been a sewer break on the road next to Crossway Village and it was being addressed.
Highway/Cemetery Dept
Al Zerbato let the Board know that Tag Roosa had begun employment as a Highway summer worker.

Al Zerbato also stated that line painting throughout town would start next week.

Other
David Forrest inquired about any further developments at 50 Colombia (Naventi) regarding drainage issues.  Al Zerbato had drafted a letter and presented to the Board for review.
Josh Cohen and Matt Puntin were present to discuss the sidewalk redesign in front of Moe’s Tavern.  They would like to redesign to make ADA accessible.  They would need to raise the sidewalk and then taper out to make the accommodations.  They would also redo the curbing.  They are requesting permission to do work within the Town’s right of way. After Board discussion they agreed to approve the modification with a detail drawing and material list for final approval.  Roger Scheurer made the motion, Don Zukownski seconded.  All in favor.  Bob Bartini abstained.
Harsh Patel from Green Theory came before the Board regarding discharge into the Town’s sewer system at its proposed new facility.  He stated that they would have an internal treatment system but would like approval in the case of an entire system flush if they were unable to reclaim and treat. Don Zukowski inquired on how this is categorized.  Al Zerbato stated that he can send all the information to DEP to see how the waste would be categoried.  Roger Scheurer also suggested that we reach out to a third party for guidance and review.  A motion from Roger Scheurer stated that DEP and third party would review before going forward.  Seconded by Don Zukowski.  All in favor.  Dave Forrest also inquired about Green Theory applying for a curb cut at the location.
Donna Toomey came before the Board regarding water shutoffs.  She recommended that under the current Covid situation that we send out late notices as normal but that the Board not exercise the shut off process and instead lien outstanding water/sewer bills to the November property taxes if accounts remain unpaid.  Also discussed was raising the interest rate from 1% to 12% on all water sewer bills starting in FY21, to be more in line with other interest rates.  Roger Scheurer made the motion, Dave Forrest seconded.  All in favor.

Bob Bartini asked for a follow-up on the new Fox Hollow property and why then were given a CO without capacity fees paid. Al Zerbato will look into this further.

Bob Bartini inquired about an updates regarding the Eagle Mill project.  Al Zerbato stated that he had not heard of any update and the Rich Vinette hasn’t had any definitive answers regarding the project.
