· Stockbridge Terrace LLC, Stockbridge Unit Owners’ Trust, Fox Real Estate  A letter from Attorney Alexandra Glover dated March 1, 2017, was read stating that Brent White of White Engineering has been formally retained by Stockbridge Terrace LLC and that he has begun work reviewing the history of the Enforcement Order issue.  Also, Ms. Glover will provide a further report at the next regularly scheduled Commission meeting.  
Ms. Stockman will go out with Mr. White on a site visit on Friday.  She reminded the Commission of the deadlines in the Enforcement Order and that the resumes of the person hired (number 2 condition) had specific requirements. Also, condition #3 states that within 14 business days Stockbridge Terrace LLc must submit complete copies of previous or current Stormwater Pollution Plans and other plans associated with those.  (see condition #3).  March 16, 2017 will be 14 business days from the issuance of the Enforcement Order.
· Lee Bikeway (Phase 1) Review paperwork for comments  The Commission reviewed the paperwork and had no comments.
·  An email was received from Roger Scheurer asking about an extension for the permit issued for 405 Laurel Street.  A new form, Request for Determination of Applicability or a Notice of Intent, is necessary.  This will be on the agenda for the next meeting.
· A letter and Request for Determination of Applicability was received from David Stilwell for cutting of trees around cabins on Upper Goose Pond.  The Commission will send a letter to him asking for the trees to be marked and the submission of a letter from the National Park Service giving permission for this. A site visit cannot be done at this time due to the winter weather conditions.
· Approval for the minutes of the February 1 and February 15, 2017 meetings.  Motion made and seconded to approve  the minutes of the February 1 and 15, 2017. Unanimous approval
· Motion made and seconded to adjourn at 8 PM.  Unanimous approval
