MINUTES OF MEETING – September 13, 2016

 David Forrest called the meeting to order at 4:36 pm.
Commitments

Abatements
The Board signed the cover sheet for abatements in August

Agenda item was discussed regarding the abatement language on both the water and sewer sides. Roger Scheurer requested a copy of the water and sewer regulations for review. Agenda item was moved to the next meeting for continued review.
An application for water/sewer abatement was submitted for 45 Joseph Avenue. They are seeking consideration on their bill due to the fact that the last bill had considerably higher readings than previously.  The Board looked through the documentation and agreed that a incorrect register had been installed which caused the higher reading.  Roger Scheurer made a motion to grant the abatement in the amount of $446.29.  Jonathan Terry seconded the application and the vote was unanimous in favor.

Water Dept
The Board inquired about a rusty water issue at the Rodeway Inn that affected their laundry. Chris Pompi stated that the owner was given Red Be Gone to see if it solved the problem. No further inquiry has been received at this time.

Highway/Cemetery Dept
An agenda item regarding crosswalks was discussed. Chris Pompi let the board know that a meeting has been set up with Pat Tierney, head of the DOT and also Jeff Roosa, Police Chief to further discuss the crosswalk on West Park Street where the fatality took place.  Bob Nason stated that discussion continues on crosswalks that do not meet legal standards.
An agenda item regarding paving was discussed.  Questions regarding High Street were asked and Chris Pompi stated that the project would be started within the next two weeks.
Dave Forrest inquired about catch basins being cleaned out.  Chris Pompi let him know that we currently have a $5000 yearly budget for this to be done.
Dave Forrest inquired about redoing Main Street.  Bob Nason replied that this is a process and that the first step is to hire an engineer to design the project.
Dave Forrest asked about the grant for Forest Street.  Bob Nason stated that we should hear something by the second week in November.  

Dave Forrest inquired about several trucks and pieces of equipment at the Highway Garage, regarding repairs. Chris Pompi will ask Matt Larson & Jim White to attend the next meeting to answer questions.

Dave Forrest inquired about doing roadside mowing until a later date to remove excess brush. Chris Pompi said he will have a further discussion with Matt Larson, head of the Highway Department.

Dave Forrest asked about water access further up the hill at the cemetery.  Chris Pompi stated that there are two current access points, but that he would check with Don Humeston to see if the third location is still usable.
Dave Forrest inquired about crack seal being used on several town streets.  Chris Pompi let him know that the project had been completed and the $25,000 budget had been spent on Sharon, Paul, Church and Spring Streets and also the Columbia Mill area.  Any further streets that the board would like to include would demand a budget increase.
Other
The Board was given a proposal for review from the Planning Board, re: Verizon Cellular at Onyx.  It was decided that the proposal had no impact of the Department of Public Works.
