· Mary Lee Johansen  Longcope Park  Ms. Johansen would like an inspection of the bridge.  A site visit is set for Thursday at 4 PM.
· Request for Determination of Applicability Anthony Wood and Sarah Jane Houlton  275 Spring Street  Removal of a deck and construction of an addition and a new deck  Mr. Kulig presented the plan.  The work is more than 50’ from the wetlands; there is a 3-4% grade to the wetlands.  The area is all lawn.  There are no issues with NHESP.  Motion made and seconded to issue a negative determination #2.  Unanimous approval.
· Request for Determination of Applicability  Lee Bank  75 Park Street  Repairing and replacing a 6´clay water line.  The Commission wants to do a site visit. Continued to the meeting on February 18, 2017.
· Stockbridge Terrace LLC  Enforcement Order  Mr. Hunter reported that his research showed that the real owner of the property is the Stockbridge Terrace Unit Owners’ Trust, not Stockbridge Terrace LLC, and as such, the Enforcement Order should have on been issued to them.  He submitted three papers (on file) re the Stockbridge Terrace Owners’ Unit Trust.  Stockbridge Terrace LLC developed the property; SK Design was hired by Fox Real Estate for engineering.  After the property was developed it was turned over to the Trust.   The property is a common condominium scenario with the Trust owning the streets, infrastructure, exterior of the buildings, etc.  There was then a discussion as to what entities were involved with the site from the beginning, where the water is coming from that has damaged the Naventi property, and the expansion of the retention pond.  Mr. Hunter and Ms. Grover was concerned about the timing of the Enforcement Order as there are already deadlines that needed to be met and time was needed to write an appeal.  Ms. Stockman, representing the Naventi’s, wanted the Enforcement Order to remain as it is and thus keep the original appeals time frame. The Commission has to make a choice between amending the Enforcement Order or rescinding it.  If it is rescinded and a new one is issued, the time for meeting any deadlines and an appeal starts over again.  The concern  of the Commission was the having Enforcement Order issued to the correct party or parties.  Motion made and seconded to rescind the Enforcement Order because of the concern that it should be issued to additional parties with a decision as to who by the next meeting for a new Enforcement Order.  3 ayes, 2 nays  Motion passed.
· Motion made and seconded to approve the minutes of the January 18, 2017 with a spelling correction.  Unanimous approval.

· Motion made and seconded to adjourn the meeting at 8:45 PM.  Unanimous approval.
