· Stockbridge Terrace Unit Owners’ Trust, Stockbridge Terrace LLC, Fox Real Estate, etc.  Enforcement Order  The Enforcement Order (EO) to Stockbridge Terrace LLC was rescinded at the February 1, 2017 meeting as the Commission wanted to make sure the EO was issued to the correct parties.  Ms. Glove rnoted that she is still working with Attorney Don Hunter.  She gave the Commission 3 documents to put on file (see end of minutes).  Her perspective is that there were 3 questions raised at the last meeting:  1.  What was the cause of the alteration under the jurisdiction of DEP  2. What remediation work needs to take place 3.  Who are the proper parties for issuance of the EO.  She reported that Brent White of White Engineering has been retained by Stockbridge Terrace LLC.  She presented the proposal for engineering services and a review of Mr. White’s qualifications.  She asked that the Commission look at the proposal of Mr. White and if there are no questions, she will have him begin working on it.  She would then like to be on the agenda for the next meeting and bring a report of his findings and recommendations. If the Commission felt an EO was necessary at that time it could issue one.  Her opinion is that if it is issued with the same wording as the last EO it will be appealed by her client.  Ms. Stockman addressed the 3 questions/points brought up by Ms. Glover--the key activity causing the violation of the WPA, how to stop it and how it is to be remedied.  A WPA form 9 issuance can be addressed to the landowner and/or any responsible party.  Mr. Myhrum maintained that the EO was issued to the correct party before and should be reissued. He reviewed the fact that Mr. Stinson of DEP had come to a meeting or meetings and had assisted the Commission in the issue being discussed.  Mr. Pollard told the Commission that they needed to do their job as a Commission enforcing the Wetland Protection Act.   His opinion was that a misnomer was not an impediment to the Commission.  The Commission was of the consensus that the EO was rescinded at the last meeting so that they could reissue it with all the correct parties listed on the EO. Motion made and seconded to issue a new Enforcement Order to Stockbridge Terrace LLC, Stockbridge Terrace Unit Owners’ Association and Fox Real Estate with the same conditions as the rescinded one.  Unanimous approval
· Notice of Intent  Bill Wellspeak  Community Health Programs  11 Quarry Hill Road  DEP #196-0436  Construction of a building addition and expansion of the parking area in a buffer zone of bordering vegetated wetlands  Ms. Gapinski from SK Design presented the plan.  The site of 3.9 acres has a 6145 sq. ft. building, paved parking, driveways, sidewalks, lawn and landscaped areas.  On the western portion is a bordering vegetated wetland with an intermittent stream.  A new boundary of the wetlands was done.  The plan is to remove 400 sq. ft. of the back of the building and construct a 1900 sq. ft. single story addition.  Sidewalks will be installed to the back of the building.  A new graded parking area will be constructed north of the existing building to provide 14 more spaces.  The existing parking area will be modified; the garden area in front of the building will be demolished to accommodate 4 additional spaces. The existing gas meter will be relocated.  Some trees will be cut.  Straw wattles will be used for erosion control .  Mr. Bailey, an abutter, is in communication with Mr. Wellspeak and had no questions about the proposed plan.  Motion made and seconded to issue an Order of Conditions with the conditions of before and after pictures and an inspection of the erosion controls to be done by the Commission before work begins.  Unanimous approval.
· Continued Request for Determination of Applicability  Lee Bank 75 Park Street  Repairing and replacing a 6” clay water line  A site visit was done.  There is a concern about stability of the area next to the river.  Motion made and seconded to issue a Determination of Applicability #3 with the conditions that straw wattles be put in place along the riverside of the work area and an inspection be done by the Commission in the spring to check the stability of the area.  Unanimous approval
Motion made and seconded to adjourn at 8:30 PM.  Unanimous approval
