MINUTES OF MEETING – Mar 24, 2015

Chairman Bartini called the meeting to order at 4:30pm.
Commitments
None
Abatements
Gay Forbes presented her application for abatement. Her January bill was much higher than usual. She had a plumber come inspect for leaks and nothing was found. Water Dept. personnel had read the meter in mid February and it was still showing higher usage. The Board was unclear with what had actually caused the high reading. The Board requested that the Water Dept inspect the meter again. This application was continued until the next meeting. 
Water Dept
The Board asked if there was any word from Blu Tower yet. Chris replied no, that they are still working on our data.
Sewer Dept
The pending application for Matt and Jennifer Carlino was re-opened. The applicants were present to request a waiver. Russ Sacket, the Engineer for the project, stated that originally the intent was to tie in to Town water/sewer. The developer of the subdivision hasn’t brought the road or utilities as far as the subject lot.  The cost of bringing the main farther up the subdivision road and then service to the house was beyond the budget of the project. Then things were refigured and the intent was to do a private well/septic. A waiver is being requested to allow the applicants to not have to tie in to Town water/sewer. Member Scheurer stated that the original scope of these subdivisions include sidewalks, drainage, and utilities. Member Gordon stated that he felt it made no sense to put in lines that would be tore up and redone when other lots are developed. Chairman Bartini felt that it’s the developer’s responsibility to continue the utilities as designed. Member Scheurer clarified that any lines installed are not tore out. He suggested that a waiver be granted to allow them to possibly bring a service line to the house instead of extending the main. Pete Scolforo made a motion to grant the waiver. Member Forrest seconded the motion and the vote was unaniomous in favor. The Carlino’s will research the cost of a service vs. well/septic. If a service is put in the Town requests the specs to have on file. 
Highway/Cemetery Dept
Tyringham Select Board – Present on behalf of Tyringham were Gerry Miller, Chris Johnson, and Pete Rosatti. Chris Johnson told the Board they were following up on last year’s conversation with the Select Board and the condition of Forest St. They feel it has gotten even worse in the last year and were hoping it was on the list of roads to be done in 2015. Both sides agreed that it will need an entirely new base and drainage. It was last done about 35 years ago. After some discussion about possible approaches and rough figures the Board thanked the Tyringham people for coming and stated they didn’t have a clear answer at this time. The road report from BRPC had just been finalized and the condition of all the roads in Lee needed to be discussed. 
Road Report – Doug Plachcinski was present with the road report. He explained the grading system and offered to come back at a later date after the Board has had time to review things. He is tentatively scheduled to return for the April 28th meeting. 
Other
Correspondence – The Board had two applications forwarded from the Planning Board. The first was a Special Permit application for Daniel Dus. Mr. Dus is attending the meeting on April 14th to discuss capacity fees. The Board asked that a memo be drafted to the Planning Board that they have no recommendations on the application. The second was for a parking lot at Silverleaf Resorts. The Board asked if Chris had any recommendations. He will review the plan and follow up if needed. A third application for the old veteran’s home on East St. will be reviewed at the next meeting.
