BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS

MINUTES OF MEETING – Nov 24, 2015
Members Present: Roger Scheurer, Dave Forrest, Donald Zukowski, Pete Scolforo.
Others Present: Bob Nason, Chris Pompi, John & Denene Pelkey, and Bill Enser.
Acting Chairman Forrest called the meeting to order at 4:33pm.
Commitments
The Board signed a commitment for misc Oct corrections.
Abatements
The Board signed the cover sheet for abatements approved at the last meeting and misc Oct corrections. 

The Board reviewed an abatement submitted by 786 East St for filling a pool. Acting Chair Forrest stated that the Board has granted limited pool abatements in the past more for filling not annual refilling. Member Scheurer brought up the fact that the Board has already started down this road and needs to really come to an understanding on policy going forward. Member Scolforo made a motion to abate $50.00 off the sewer in the absence of a firmer policy at this point. Member Scheurer seconded the motion without practice or precident and the vote was unanimous in favor. Bob Nason clarified the applicants that this is most likely a onetime abatement not an annual consideration.
The Board next reviewed an abatement submitted by 108 East Center St. The water heater had leaked a significant amount of water into the basement before it was discovered. The applicants were asking for $100 consideration on the water that was leaked/not treated by the sewer. After reviewing the account history Member Scheurer made a motion to approve the $100. Member Scolforo seconded the motion and the vote was unanimous in favor.

The next abatement was for 450 Devon Rd. The applicant was vague with misc water overuse. Member Scheurer made a motion to deny the application. Member Zukowski seconded the denial and the vote was unanimous in favor. 
The last abatement was for 460 Greylock St. The request was for consideration on a high bill resulting from a faulty toilet valve. The valve has since been fixed. The Board felt in this case that even though the use was unintentional the Town had incurred the cost of treating the water, providing it, and treating it through the waste water system. Member Scheurer made a motion to deny the application. Member Scolforo seconded the motion and the vote was unanimous in favor. 

Water Dept
The Board reviewed recent capacity fees that had been submitted. Member Scheurer made a motion to approve the current capacity application. Member Scolforo seconded the motion and the vote was unanimous in favor.
Sewer Dept
Bids are being submitted for the surplus Waste Water truck. Acting Chair Forrest felt strongly that the truck was better kept in some capacity by the Town. 
Highway/Cemetery Dept
Chris gave a brief update on personnel. Matt Larson has been promoted to Highway/Cemetery Division Supervisor. Jim Morawiec has moved up in seniority and is know equipment operator. This creates a vacancy in the Highway Dept. which is in the process of being advertised and filled.

Paving is finished and under budget. The Town is still hopeful to have additional work done in the spring on High Street sidewalks. Chris stated that the crew will be filling what pot holes they can until the blacktop plant closes.
Other
The Board briefly discussed correspondence from other Boards and had no issues.
